Regardless of the time and space, spaciousness should be the key criterion of a dwelling. Any other
elements should be reduced to their minimum.

Josef Frank, the Austrian architecture master, said: "Modern men have white walls."

The white walls set the framework of the house. They match with all kinds of brilliantly colored
furniture spinning off a delightful space. Philippe Starck's orange chair, Tato's stool in red, cozy purple

couch... Thé room around them allows the inhabitants to live their own colorful life.

Life itself is an empty white stage as it starts. The stage becomes extraordinary when the actors form
their thoughts and act upon them. Looking out of the vast windows is cheerful green and charming

blue. This certainly is a stage of warmth and youthful spirit.

The wall between the family room and playroom on the second floor are knocked through so as to
increase flexibility. The black and white couch in the study room brings the room a touch of lively

energy.

The design is strongly geometrical. It is particularly so on a few specific walls. The designer's sensitivity
and thoughtfulness are reflected on the selection of materials. The insistence on quality and creativity
is remarkable. Part of the wallpaper in the bedrooms and playroom is designed by Le Corbusier. Its style

and aestheticism enchant the house and those who are in it.
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
